INTRODUCTION

The Governor of Punjab has appointed Panjab University, Chandigarh to conduct a Common
Entrance Test (C.E.T.) and centralized counseling for admission to B.Ed. course (academic
session 2024-25) in the Colleges of Education (Govt., Govt. Aided, Private Self-Financed
Colleges) affiliated to the Guru Nanak Dev University, Amritsar, Panjab University, Chandigarh
and Punjabi University, Patiala. The information about Colleges of Education (vide Punjab
Government Notification No. HED-EDU10M.L/19/2022-3edu/E-316266/1/1105687/2025 dated
21-05-2025.

The admission to B.Ed. programme in the Colleges of Education shall be made strictly on the
basis of the relative merit of the candidates in the Common Entrance Test, subject to the
availability of seats in a particular subject combination and as per reservation policy of
Government of Punjab.

The Prospectus is subject to modifications/additions/deletions as may be considered necessary by
the University.

Admission will be based on the merit of Common Entrance Test and subject combination.
Allotment of seats will be done merit wise through online counselling (i.e. online seat allotment
system).

The admission will be purely provisional till the verification of all the documents of candidates by
the allotted college.

COURSES, INSTITUTIONS AND SEATS

1.

There are two types of B.Ed. programmes being offered by Colleges of Education, namely, B.Ed.
General and B.Ed. Special Education. The duration of both B.Ed. General and B.Ed. Special
Education is of two years (spread into four semesters).

The course curriculum is available at the website of respective universities i.e. Panjab University,
Chandigarh, Punjabi University, Patiala and Guru Nanak Dev University, Amritsar.

List of Colleges of Education offering B.Ed. General and B.Ed. Special Education will be
available on the website. The list of Colleges of Education affiliated to three universities i.e.
Panjab University, Chandigarh, Punjabi University, Patiala and Guru Nanak Dev University,
Amritsar with number of seats have been appended at Annexure-1. The list may change as per
the directions of DCDCs of concerned universities.

The reservation in seats and relaxation in the qualifying marks in favour of the reserved
categories shall be as per the policy of the Govt. of Punjab.




ELIGIBILITY CONDITIONS FOR ADMISSION

a) i) Applicant must have obtained at least 50% marks in the Bachelor’s Degree including a
graduation degree in engineering and technology (45% in case of SC, ST, BC candidates) or; ii)
at least 50% marks in the Master’s degree in any stream (45% in case of SC, ST, BC candidates )

(Note: Where ever grades are awarded, the same would be converted into percentage as per rules
of the University/Institution awarding the grades)

b) Additional Eligibility Conditions
I. Candidates should have passed Graduation/Post-Graduation in relevant subjects as admission in
B.Ed. programme is subject-based. The candidate must have studied such subjects at
graduation/post-graduation level based on which he/she would be offered two
teaching/pedagogical subjects at the time of admission.
ii. A candidate getting admission based on a post-graduate degree shall have to opt for one of the
teaching subjects pursued by him/her at the Master’s level.

Further, applicants who have appeared/appearing for the qualifying examination and whose results
have not been declared, may provisionally apply and appear in Common Entrance Test (CET). They
shall become eligible for counselling for seat allotment only after they produce evidence of having
satisfied the eligibility conditions as in a) and b) above.

Applicants who fall in the category of result late (RL)/Re-evaluation/Compartment cases shall be
considered if their results are declared before final counselling subject to availability of seats.

Note: The minimum qualifying marks shall not automatically entitle a candidate to get admission
to an institution. The candidate concerned is required to fulfill other institutional criteria notified
by the institution concerned or by the Punjab Government/ University concerned from time to
time. Online admission will be offered to only those candidates who will qualify for the Common
Entrance Test and fulfill all the other conditions along with eligibility for specific subject
combinations.

QUALIFYING MARKS IN ENTRANCE TEST AND MERIT LIST

. As per the Punjab Govt. notification, only those candidates will be eligible for admission in colleges
of Education, for those who have qualified Common Entrance Test (CET). The minimum Qualifying
marks in the Common Entrance test will be 25% (for SC/ST candidates, minimum marks will be
20%).

Merit lists will be prepared based on the marks obtained in the Common Entrance Test and admission
will be offered based on the rank in the merit lists. Quota-wise and Category-wise Merit lists will be
prepared.

. While calculating merit, credit of 1% of maximum marks will be given to candidates seeking
admissions under the 85% category, which have passed their 10" and 12" class examinations from
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4.

schools situated in rural areas of Punjab. For this, they will have to submit a certificate issued by the
Head/Principal of the school stating that the student has passed 10" and 12" class from his schools
and that the school falls in a rural area. The certificate should be countersigned by the Sarpanch of
the village (Annexure-11).
When two or more candidates have secured equal marks in the Common Entrance Test their interest
merit for admission will be decided on the following criteria:

a) Candidate with a higher percentage of marks in the qualifying degree (Graduation only).

b) Candidates older in age shall rank higher in the order of merit.

DIVISION OF SEATS

a) The number of seats available in different colleges has been given in Annexure-l. The
candidates are advised to go through the list as well as the websites of the colleges in which
they are interested to take admission.

b) 85% of seats will be reserved for Candidates from within the State of Punjab and 15% of
seats will be open to candidates of other States/U.Ts on the basis of merit of CET prepared on
All India basis excluding Punjab. The eligibility criteria for 85% seats will be that the candidate
must be a resident of Punjab State in terms of the Punjab Government, Department of Personnel
and Administrative Reforms (PP-11Br.) letter No. 1/3/95-3PP-11/96 19, dated 6™ June 1996 and
letter No. 1/3/95-3PP-11/80, dated 1st January 1999.

c) Management Quota: 15% of the seats out of 85% state quota seats in un-aided private self-
financing institutions shall be treated as management quota seats and shall be brought out of the
purview of centralized counseling to be conducted by the University.

d) Ifa sufficient number of candidates belonging to reserved category/ categories are not available,
the vacant seats will be offered to candidates in the open category. Likewise, if seats under the
15% category remain vacant, these would be transferred to the 85% category and vice-versa.
Further, if suitable candidates are not available in any one of the sub-categories of reserved
categories, the seats so available will be filled up by the candidates from the other sub-categories
and if they are not available in any sub-category, then seats shall be filled up from general/open
category candidates.

e) Seats up to 70% of sanctioned intake at Malwa Central College of Education for Women,
Ludhiana shall be reserved for rural women candidates who are bona fide residents of the State
of Punjab.

RESERVATION OF SEATS

The Reservation Policy of Punjab Government is applicable and subject to change as per change in the
Policy by the Punjab Government. The percentage of seats reserved for different categories under the
85% quota for Punjab residents only, in accordance with Punjab Government notification is as follows:

e Reserved Category candidates shall opt for one category only.

e Candidates applying in the reserved category shall indicate their claim only in the Reserved

Category. A candidate claiming a seat in the Reserved Category will automatically have the right to
be considered in the General Category according to his/her open Merit in the entrance test provided
they have at least 50% marks at the undergraduate or postgraduate level.

If a sufficient number of candidates belonging to any reserved category are not available, the
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vacant seats will be offered to candidates in the open category.

e Likewise, if seats under the 15% (All India) category remain vacant, these would be transferred
to the 85% category (Punjab Quota) after the first counselling.

e Further, if suitable candidates are not available in any one of the sub-categories of reserved
categories, the seats so available will be filled up by the candidates from the other sub-categories
and if they are not available in any sub-category, then seats shall be filled up from general/open
category candidates.

e Seats up to 70% of sanctioned intake at Malwa Central College of Education for Women,
Ludhiana shall be reserved for rural women candidates who are bonafide residents of the State of
Punjab.

e Any change in Reservation policy by the Government of Punjab shall be applicable at the time of
admission.

C. Admission to the seats under 15% (All India) quota will be done as per the Reservation Policy
provided by the Constitution of India/Central Gowt.

INSTRUCTIONS FOR COMMON ENTRANCE TEST

1. All the candidates seeking admission in B.Ed. programme in the Colleges of Education located in
the State of Punjab are required to appear in the Common Entrance Test for B.Ed. scheduled to be
held on August 3™ 2025.

2. The candidates are required to fill the online application form at Admission portal
(https://punjabbed.puchd.ac.in)

3. Candidates are advised to fill the online application form carefully. Any incorrect information by
the candidate in the online form or otherwise provided shall lead to his/her disqualification
without any intimation thereof.

4. Applicants applying for the reserved category shall carefully indicate the claim for only one
category in the admission form. No change of category will be entertained/ permitted at a later
stage in the application form.

5. The candidates are required to fill out the Choices of Colleges and Major Subjects in the online
application form at B.Ed. admission portal (https://punjabbed.puchd.ac.in). He/she will be admitted
to the college on the basis of merit for his/her category in the respective subject, provided he/she
fulfills the pre-requisite eligibility conditions.

6. Candidates who have appeared for the qualifying examination and whose results have not been
declared may be provisionally allowed to apply for Common Entrance Test at their own risk and
responsibility but they shall become eligible for counseling only after they have produced the
evidence of having satisfied the above-said conditions on the date of counseling.

7. The Entrance test shall consist of 150 multiple choice questions (MCQs) and be of a total of 150 marks.
There will be no negative marking. The duration of the test will be 2:30 hours. The medium of the

Entrance Test will be English and Punjabi i.e. Questions no. 1-90 (MCQs of General Awareness,
Teaching Potential and General Mental Ability) will be printed in English, Hindi and Punjabi medium.
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The test will consist of five papers, each of 30 marks as given in the following table:

e The candidates are required to give three preferences for examination centers while filling up an
online form.

e In case there are fewer than 300 candidates for any district headquarters, no examination center in
that headquarters will be set up. The candidates who gave their first preference to that
headquarters will be allocated to their second or third preference.

e ADMIT CARDS carrying the Roll Numbers will be issued to the candidates provisionally and
will be available under the candidate’s login, subject to the final confirmation of their eligibility.
The candidates have to download their admit cards from the admission portal on the
scheduled date. There will be no physical communication for this purpose.

e It is further clarified that the candidates shall be taking the Entrance Test at their own risk and
responsibility as far as their eligibility is concerned, the University shall, in no way, be
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responsible if they are found ineligible later, leading to the cancellation of their results or any
other circumstance(s) emanate from the same.

e The exact venue of the examination centre shall be mentioned on the ADMIT CARD which will
be downloaded by the candidate himself/herself for appearing in the Common Entrance Test for
B.Ed. from the admission portal https://punjabbed.puchd.ac.in .

e The candidates shall be allowed for the Test only on the production of the Admit Card along with
one photo identity card at the Centre. No candidate shall be allowed to take the Entrance Test
without the Admit Card under any circumstances.

e |If there is any problem in downloading the Admit Card from the admission portal, candidates
should send an email to pbbedadmissions@pu.ac.in or personally visit B.Ed. Control Room at
Panjab University, Chandigarh.

e Panjab University Chandigarh reserves the right to assign any Centre other than the one opted for
by the candidate for administrative and other reasons. The university has the right to
increase/decrease the number of examination center/s depending on the number of candidates for
any specific district headquarters.

Note: Examination Centre once allotted will not be changed under any circumstances.

INSTRUCTIONS FOR OPTING PEDAGOGICAL SUBJECTS

1. Admission to B.Ed. programme is subject-based. At the time of admission, each candidate shall
opt for two teaching/pedagogical subjects, which have been studied at graduation/post-
graduation level. The candidate must have studied the Major subject of the pedagogy
combination for at least two years at the graduation level or two years at the Master’s level. The
minor subject should have been studied for at least one year/ semester.

2. The candidates having Honors courses shall opt for a major subject in which they have
obtained honors. The minor subject should have been studied at least for one year/semester.

3. The candidates who have passed additional subjects at the graduation level can opt for only
those teaching subjects the marks of which are taken into account to calculate the percentage of
marks at the graduation level.

4. B.Com./B.B.A./M.Com. Graduates/ postgraduates may opt for two teaching subjects —one is
the pedagogy of commerce and the other shall be the pedagogy of
economics/mathematics/anyone language i.e. pedagogy of English/Hindi/Punjabi/Sanskrit.
(B.Com/B.B.A.graduates shall be considered in the commerce stream only, even if they have
passed additional arts subjects unless they have passed Masters in Arts

5. B.C.A. graduate may opt for pedagogy of computer science as one subject. The other subject
shall be the pedagogy of mathematics or any one language (English/Punjabi/Hindi/Sanskrit)

6. B.E./B.Tech. graduates shall opt for any two-subject combination out of pedagogy of
Mathematics, Computer Science, Science, or Languages

7. B.Sc. (Home Science) graduates shall opt for two pedagogy subjects. One is Pedagogy of
Home Science, other may be a subject studied at the graduate level i.e. Science or any one
language(English/Hindi/Punjabi/Sanskrit).
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8. B.Sc. (Medical) graduates shall opt for two teaching subjects out of the following: (a)
Pedagogy of Science/ Life Science; (b) Pedagogy of Physical Science; (c) Pedagogy of any one
language i.e. English/Hindi/Punjabi/Sanskrit.

9. B.Sc. (Non-Medical) graduates shall opt for two teaching subjects out of the following: (a)
Pedagogy of Science/Physical Science; (b) Pedagogy of Mathematics/Computer Science ; (¢) Pedagogy
of any one language i.e. English/Hindi/Punjabi/Sanskrit.

10. Graduates with Fine Arts/ Music/ Computer Science/ Home Science/ Physical Education/
Mathematics/ Statistics/ Quantitative techniques shall opt for any of these subjects with the other
subject combinations available in the college.

11. Teaching of Fine Arts shall be offered to a candidate who has taken up Fine Arts/Performing
Arts/Fashion Design/Fashion Technology or B.A. with a Diploma in Drawing and Painting or
Arts and Craft Teacher’s course from a recognized institution.

12. B.A.LLL.B. /B.Com. LL.B graduates shall opt for two teaching subjects which they have
studied during the course, major for at least three years and minor for at least one year/one
semester.

13. B.Sc. (Agriculture) graduates shall opt for Pedagogy of Agriculture as one subject the other
subject shall be Pedagogy of any subject.

14. Arts Graduates may opt for any two pedagogical subjects one each from the following (i) and
(ii):

i. Pedagogy of Social Studies*/ Economics/ History/ Geography/ Political Science/ Sociology/
Public Administration/ Fine Arts/ Physical Education/ Music/ Home Science.

ii. Pedagogy of any one language i.e. English, Punjabi, Hindi, Sanskrit provided that the candidate
has studied the subject at the graduation/post-graduation level.

* Teaching of Social Studies shall be opted by the graduates who have taken up any two of the
following subjects at B.A./M.A. level: - (i) History (ii) Geography (iii) Political Science (iv) Sociology (v)
Economics (vi) Public Administration (vii) Philosophy (viii) Psychology (ix)Education (x) Defence Studies
(xi) Religious Studies (xii) Social Work (xiii) Community Education.

Note: Panjab University, Chandigarh and Punjabi University, Patiala have allowed candidates to opt
for* Teaching of Social Studies” as a major subject even with only one of the subjects from the above
mentioned list.

Please Note: Candidates seeking admission in B.Ed. Special Education may opt for Pedagogy of
Teaching (Special Reference to Disability) Social Science/ Science/ Mathematics (any one subject) and
Teaching of English/ Hindi/ Punjabi (any one of the language pedagogy) depending upon the subjects
they have studied at their Graduation/Post Graduation level.

ALLOTMENT OF MAJOR SUBJECTS

The candidate must have studied the major subjects of the subject combination for at least two years at
the Bachelor's level/ two years at the Master’s level. The candidates shall be given the required subject
combinations depending upon their availability in the college and the provision in the concerned
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University ordinance/syllabus. During online counseling, only the major subject would be allotted by
the University. The minor subject would be allotted by the college. Allocation of seats doesn't mean
confirmation of admission. The admission will be confirmed by the college concerned after checking
and verification of the documents and also in accordance with the availability of the subject/s and
subject combinations in the college and/or in the concerned University.

Candidates who have passed Shastri /Gyani / Prabhakar/ Honors in languages can opt for two
language combinations provided they have studied the other language for one year/one semester

In the case of candidates who have done Honors in languages such as Hindi, Punjabi and English, the
major subject will be language. Such candidates would be allotted minor subjects by the college based
on other subject option/s permissible to the candidate by the respective University and the availability
of the same in the respective college.

Important Instruction: It is the sole responsibility of the concerned college to check the eligibility,
category, rural claim and subject combinations as per the Punjab Govt. /University/NCTE norms and
point out any discrepancy to the Coordinator immediately.
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ALLOTMENT OF SEATS TO COLLEGES

There will be two counselling sessions for admission and the whole process of counselling shall be
completed within one month. The shifting of seats will be allowed during the second counselling only.

o

The admission to all seats belonging to different subjects in the colleges of Education will be done as
per the norms laid down by the N.C.T.E as per clause 3.1 of Appendix-1V of its Gazette Notification
dated 28.11.2014. The subject combination will be decided by the Admission Committee constituted
by the Panjab University Chandigarh.

In the first instance, counseling of All India category will be held. The seats falling vacant in the All
India category will be converted into 85% state category. Then counseling for science subjects will
be held. The seats falling vacant in the Science category will be converted into the Arts category.
After that, the counseling will start for the Arts category.

If a sufficient number of candidates belonging to reserved category/ categories is not available, the
vacant seats will be offered to candidates in the open category. Likewise, if seats under the 15%
category remain vacant, these would be transferred to the 85% category and vice-versa. Further, if
suitable candidates are not available in any one of the sub-categories of reserved categories, the seats
so available will be filled up by the candidates from the other sub-categories and if they are not
available in any sub-category, then seats shall be filled up from general/open category candidates.

In counseling, only the major subject would be allotted by the University. The minor subjects would
be allotted by the college. Allocation of seats does not mean confirmation of admission. The
admission will be confirmed by the college concerned after checking and verification of documents,
which shall be the responsibility of the college.

In case of seats remaining vacant after the final round of counseling the same would be filled as per
guidelines from Punjab Government from the candidates who qualify the common entrance test.

The management quota seats will be filled only after the second counseling is over as per the notified
schedule.

ADMISSION GUIDELINES

% All the candidates seeking admission in B.Ed. have to apply online at B.Ed. admission portal
https://punjabbed.puchd.ac.in. No application form submitted by post/by hand will be accepted and
the candidatures of such candidates will stand automatically rejected. Such candidates will have
no claim whatsoever.

% Admission will be done strictly in accordance with Notification of Punjab Government,
regulations of N.C.T.E. and conditions of concerned Universities.

% Candidates may apply for B.Ed. General or/and B.Ed. Special Education. Those who will apply
for a single programme i.e. either B.Ed. General or B.Ed. Special Education, they have to pay a

There will be a single registration and one common entrance test for both B.Ed. General and
B.Ed. Special education candidates.

Candidates seeking admission in the Management quota also will have to register on the
admission portal and pay the registration fee which will open after the second counselling,
especially for those who want to apply against the Management Quota.

The admission to various Colleges of Education of the three Universities of Punjab will be done
strictly as per the Punjab Government Notification No. HED-EDU10M.L/19/2022-3edu/E-
316266/1/1105687/2025 dated 21-05-2025 and the N.C.T.E. norms and by the Admission
Committee constituted by the Vice-Chancellor, Panjab University Chandigarh

The reservation of seats as given above shall be strictly adhered to. However, if the seats in a
reserved category remain vacant, on account of the non-availability of qualified candidates, such
seats may be filled up by the general category candidates.

Candidates applying for the reserved category shall carefully indicate the claim for only one
category in the online admission form. No change of category will be entertained/ permitted at a
later stage in the online application form.

Any incorrect information submitted by the candidate in online form or otherwise provided shall
lead to his/her disqualification without any intimation thereof.

No candidate will be admitted through centralized counseling, who has not appeared and
qualified in the Common Entrance Test (C.E.T.).

Only candidates who will qualify for the Common Entrance Test will be eligible for the “Online
Choice Filling Process”. The instructions and other details regarding the online choice-filling
process will be available on the admission portal.

Candidate has to fill in choices of 10 Colleges in order of Preference. Along with each selected
college, a candidate has to choose one major subject, after confirming the availability of minor
subject in the preferred college. In case the candidate has not provided the choices, he/she will
not be allotted any college and no further chance will be given after the last dates for choice
filling as mentioned in the Schedule at the admission portal.

The candidates will be responsible for choosing a teaching subject/College. Hence, it is advised
that the candidates carefully fill up their choices.

There will be two rounds of counseling for admission. The allocation of college will be made
through two online counseling only.

The allocation of seats for admissions to B.Ed. for sessions, 2025-26 shall be strictly based on
the merit of B.Ed.CET-2025.

The candidates who will be allocated a college during Online Counselling are required to visit

documents and deposit B.Ed. programme fee.

All the colleges will deduct only Rs.1000/- out of the fee deposited by the candidate in case of
shifting to any other college.

In case of seats remain vacant after the final round of counseling the same would be filled as per
guidelines/directions issued by the Department of Higher Education from time to time.

The admission to all seats belonging to different subjects in the colleges of Education will be
done as per the norms laid down by the N.C.T.E as per clause 3.1 of appendix IV of its Gazette
Notification dated 28.11.2014. The subject combination will be decided by the Admission

In the first instance, counselling of the All India category will be held. The seats falling vacant
in the All-India category will be converted into 85% state category.

In counseling, only the major subject would be allotted online by the university. The minor
subject would be allotted by the college.

The admission will be purely provisional. Allocation of the seat does not mean confirmation
of admission. The candidate needs to fulfill all the mandatory eligibility conditions of obtaining
minimum pass marks (qualifying degree). The admission will be confirmed by the college
concerned after checking and verification of documents, which shall be the responsibility of
the college.

Candidates are advised to visit the website of college of their interest for information regarding
the course, faculty and other facilities being offered to students by the college concerned.

No one who is already in employment (whole time or part time whether in honorary capacity or
paid) shall be admitted to B.Ed. Course in a College of Education through this Common
Entrance Test (CET) without taking leave from the employer/Institution/office etc. from the date
of commencement of the academic session till the completion of practical skills in teaching
examination.

1. The result of the Entrance Test shall, ipso facto, not entitle a candidate to get admission in an

institution/ department/center concerned where he/she intends to seek admission. It will be the
responsibility of the candidate to make sure about his/her eligibility and fulfilment of such
other conditions as may be prescribed for admission in the rules and regulations of the
University/Institution concerned.

The doors of the Examination hall/rooms will be opened half an hour before the
commencement of the examination to admit the candidates. Candidates must be in their seats
15 minutes before the start of the test.

Each candidate has been issued an Admit Card for entry to the Examination centre. The

candidates shall beadmitted only on production of the same. No candidate shall be allowed to
take the Entrance Test without production of Admit Card under any circumstance.

The rural area credit will be 1% of the maximum marks of the C.E.T. exam. This credit will be given to
eligible candidates in the rural area of Punjab only.

Most Important Note: It is the sole responsibility of the concerned college to check the eligibility,
reserve category, rural claim and subject combinations as per the Punjab Govt./Concerned
University/NCTE norms. If the candidate is found eligible, the college will follow the laid down
procedure for admission of the candidate.

Step 11: Payment of Fees & Funds:
After confirming the eligibility of the candidate, the college will ask to pay 50% of the fee for the

first semester at the time of admission. The admission will be confirmed after payment of the fee in
that particular college.

The fee and funds structure in private self-financed colleges of education will be according to the
instructions issued by the Government of Punjab.
The colleges shall charge only 50% of the fee for the first semester at the time of admission.

The concerned college shall have to inform in advance whether staying in the hostel is compulsory

or not and if yes what are the hostel charges inclusive of rent, mess charges etc.

i. In pursuance of the Hon’ble Supreme Court of India’s Judgement in T.M.A Pai Foundation and
others versus State of Karnataka and others and in view of the interim Policy Regulations
Notification, dated 10" June 2003 issued by the University Grants Commission, 15% of the seats
out of 85% state quota seats in un-aided private self-financing institutions shall be treated as
management quota seats and shall be brought out of the purview of centralized counseling to be
conducted by the University.

ii. The University shall exclude the management quota seats (showing the subject combination) from
the centralized counseling and accordingly publish the details of these seats (institute-wise)
provided by the respective institutes.

iii. It is mandatory for all the candidates seeking admission in B.Ed. course in any college of
education in the state of Punjab for any quota for academic session 2025-26 to get him/her
registered on the admission portal htpps://punjabbed.puchd.ac.in. Registration for management
quota seats will be open after the second counseling, especially for those who want to apply
against Management Quota.

iv. Without online registration at this portal by paying requisite Registration fee of Rs. 3000/,
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he/she will not be eligible to seek admission to B.Ed. programme in any institute.
v. The seats under the management quota shall be filled up by the concerned college in the following
manner:-

e The management quota seats will be filled up only after the allocation of the second
counseling is over as per the notified schedule.

e Each institute duly authorized by the University, conducting the counseling, shall publish an
advertisement, mentioning the name of the institute and seats against subject-wise combinations
offered, in two leading newspapers (i.e. one in English and one in the Punjabi Language). On the
last day of the second counselling and may repeat this advertisement subsequently.

e The Management of the Institute shall fill up management quota seats on the basis of a merit list
of applicants who had applied in pursuance to an advertisement as stated in 3(b) above through
its counseling in a transparent manner.

e There shall be no reservation, in respect of the prescribed management quota seats.

e The concerned college shall have to inform in advance whether staying in the hostel is
compulsory or not and if yes what are the hostel charges inclusive of rent, mess charges etc.

e The basic eligibility criteria regarding educational qualification etc. shall remain the same as
printed in the Brochure/Prospectus and as prescribed by the respective university.

e No college will be allowed to give any advertisement in the newspapers regarding admission
before the second counseling is over. If any college is observed to flout this rule, the
admission committee will have the right to cancel the admission process of that college.

In the event of any difference in the interpretation between this Prospectus and Rules of Admission

for B.Ed. 2025, the matter shall be referred to Advisory Committee constituted by the Vice
Chancellor, Panjab University, Chandigarh, whose decision
